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Introduction 

Since its creation Jharkhand has laid emphasis on full development through education. There 

is a special effort to consolidate primary education. To bring about a qualitative change in primary 

education it is ve iy necessary to bring primary teacher training up to date, and make it result 

oriented. In Parliament, an Act .was passed in 1993 to establish the National Council for Teacher 

Education to standardize all teachers training at the National level. The Act em powers the National 

Council for Teacher Education to make norms for the w hole of the country, to bring up all thl.:! 

training colleges to the National level, to give recognitioQ to training colleges, and to se t the 

minimum level of qualification for teacher training admission. In step w ith this Ac t the curriculum 

of Jharkhand emphasizes the present national needs, future challenges, upholds human and 

moral values, shows vigilance towards environmental protection, gives opportunity for tile 

development o f various skills and generation of new thinking, inculcates national unity and 

harmony and the development of multi faceted personali ty. 

The new curriculum attempts lo bring among teachers a new awareness and aims at fu ll 

personality development, expec ted skilled behaviour and targeted ou tcome. This curriculum has 

implemented new innovations in education. It m akes education li fe oriented , easily avai lable and 

technologically use ful. fl is hoped that this curriculum w ill be effec tive in emphasizing hands-on 

practice, will rem edy students-teacher problems, and will be adaptable to ever changing social, 

economic and technological realities.
